fit for purpose  



Our objective 

Transform existing data to 
develop indicators which reflect a 
better connection between 
ecosystem services and human 
wellbeing 

We use two Millennium 
Development Goals targets: 
• halve the proportion of people living 

below the poverty line of $1.25 and;  
• increase employment in ecosystem 

based sectors to population ratio 

Indicators we propose;
