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The adoption of the 2050 Africa Integrated Maritime (AIM) Strategy by the AU Assembly of 

Heads of State and Government on the 31st of January 2014 marked a sea change in Africa’s 

consciousness of its maritime domain. The implementation of the Strategy will require 

tackling a vast range of governance and regulatory challenges. While doing so, numerous 

opportunities will arise to develop the fields of marine law, maritime law and ocean 

governance to support the sustainable growth of the African blue economy.
